The freedoms we enjoy in America today originated in Judeo-Christian ideals that date back to the Pilgrims in
1620, the Puritans who followed them in 1630, and were the foundation for the Declaration of Independence writ-
ten by Thomas Jefferson in 1776 and signed by the Founding Fathers.

Two years after the first Thanksgiving, Gov. William Bradford made an official proclamation for a second day of
Thanksgiving in 1623, to thank God for their abundant harvest and for "freedom to worship God according to the

dictates of our own conscience.” 3

Aboard the Arabella in 1630, in route to Massachusetts Bay, Puritan leader and lawyer John Winthrop wrote the
lengthy document, A Model of Christian Charity, that became a model for future constitutional documents in the
colonies and beyond. It read: "We are a Company, professing ourselves members of Christ, ... we shall find that
the God of Israel is among us, when ten of us shall be able to resist a thousand of our enemies, when He shall

make us a praise and glory ..." @
