    Julie’s familiar phrase is an invitation to us to ponder 
her image of God, as “the good God,” and at the same 
time, to contemplate your own image of God.

    The image of God that each of us holds is important, 
as it guides and informs our ability to recognize the 
presence of God in the everyday.  It also informs our 
willingness to turn toward and embrace the grace that 
God freely gives to us.  Negative images of God find us 
hiding from God, (as if this is possible!).  Positive 
images such as goodness, love, mercy etc. find us 
searching for God’s presence and embrace.  What 
word describes your image of God?
