    Mathew Kelly writes, in The Biggest Lie in the History 
of Christianity, “every time you become a-better-
version-of-yourself, the consequences of your 
transformation echo throughout your family, friends, 
business, school, neighborhood, church, marriage, 
nation, and beyond to people and places in the future.”  
Kelly continues, “It is God who does the transforming, 
but only to the extent that we cooperate.  God’s grace is 
constant, never lacking.”
    Isn’t this a snapshot of what the Season of Lent 
offers us?  Transformation, via God’s grace, which 
depends on our own cooperation.  Are you ready? 
    What is your reaction, your deep down personal 
reaction, when you think about the possibility of your 
own transformation?  Are you open to becoming, as 
Kelly puts it, “a-better-version-of-yourself”?  Or, do you 
feel resist to change?  
    If you perceive  resistance, event a little bit, might the 
resistance be understood as an invitation from God 
instead of a road block to your path of growth?
    St. Ignatius taught that at times the thing we resist 
the most is the place where God is leading us.  This 
place is worthy of exploration.  How about you?  Will 
you follow God’s invitation to become an even better 
version of you, the you that God created and saw that is 
was very good?

On Ash 
Wednesday & Good Friday, those bound are limited to 
a single full meatless meal. Two other meatless meals, 
may be taken; however these two meals should not 
equal another full meal.
Law of Abstinence~ Those 14 and older are bound to 
abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, all Fridays of 
Lent and Good Friday..
Lenten Discipline~ All are bound to do penance, pray, 
and exercise works of piety and charity.
