What a wonderful joy fills us today as we ponder the inexhaustible mercy of God,
“Mercy is the heart of God,” Pope Francis tells us. The image of a heart has been
used to point to the very life source of a person as it is the organ that allows life

to flow through our veins and sustain us. Mercy is the heart of God. Imagine

this dynamic, powerful, compassionate, piercing, embracing, loving, propelling,
penetrating, absorbing, and enveloping, transforming presence of God flowing
into the very depth of our souls. It is God's mercy that allows blood to flow through
our veins, It is God's mercy that forms every atom of our being and leads us to
what is true. God's mercy reveals all superficiality and falsehood, and lays bare all
distortions, ermpty promises, weakness, and sin.

"Mercy is the force that reawakens us to new life and instills in us the courage

to look to the future with hope,” Pope Francis continues. God's all forgiving,
compassionate love is with us. When we finally believe and accept that Christ's
resurrected transfigured presence resides with us, we then find within us a strong
confidence to accept life's imperfections and disappointments and move on. Every
day is a new adventure in new life.
