When Christmas or Lent approaches people often ask me, “This is your busy season, isn’t it?”

“*  The answer isn’t always “Yes”! Truth is, this time of year ends up being an even busier season. Summer’s come

to an end. School’s back in session. With fall we begin a whole series of meetings and projects. And, in church
world, all that Advent and Christmas stuff needs to be planned now—not then!

Take a look at October. Take a look at what we have going on:

Respect Life Sunday. Today we pray for an increased human life—from conception until natural death. The readings today—with
that beautiful story of a good creation, a creation oriented towards creating new life—help us see life as God’s gracious gift. Let’s
take every opportunity to treasure and nurture and defend that gracious gift.

Bread for the World. Part of respecting human life means feeding hungry people. Be part of our legislative effort to make that hap-
pen. Write a letter—or at least take the information for writing a letter—to help someone leave hunger behind.

Life Chain. And, of course, we know how challenging and crucial the effort to protect life in the womb. Be part of our parish’s wit-
ness to life today from 2:30 to 3:30pm in front of Mid-State Beverage in Loyalsock Township.

Confirmation Enrollment. We can never forget the life that the Spirit of the risen Christ offers us. Today join in praying for the
young people of our parish preparing for the sacrament of confirmation. Pray for their catechists and families and sponsors who will
help guide them to this new experience of the Holy Spirit in their lives.

Month of the Rosary. Usually today the Church celebrates the feast of Our Lady of the Rosary. But Sunday takes precedent over
that celebration. Many people make an effort to pray the rosary every day of October. Why not take up those beads again? Keep
in mind the Women’s Organization’s intentional rosary between the Masses in the kitchen this and every Sundays in October—
around 9:30am.

Mission Sunday. The Church’s missionary efforts encompass more than merely telling people about Jesus. Missionaries know that
our most convincing evangelization happens when we show real concern for the human needs of the people we encounter. Certain-
ly we're all called to be missionaries as we meet people day after day. And in a few weeks Mission Sunday invites us to financially
support those who bring a better life—physically and spiritually—to so many in our world.

And, Halloween. | hate to so look ahead in the month that | seem to be wishing it away! But, October leads us each year to Novem-
ber and to the great days that begin that month—All Saints and All Souls. As we trick or treat, let’s keep in mind that we’re cele-
brating—in a light-hearted way—a very Christian feast. Also remember the Women’s Organization’s Trunk or Treat on the 28" from
2:00 to 2:30pm.

Notice Regarding Reporting Sexual Abuse of a Minor

It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any alle-
gation of sexual abuse of a minor to law enforcement. If you
are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon,
religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of
Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the
matter to law enforcement. If any priest, deacon, religious,
lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has
cause or reason to suspect that a minor has been subjected
to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse, the
matter will be reported to law enforcement. In accordance
with the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Protective
Services Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also
be made immediately by phone to the24-HourChild Abuse

hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800-932-0313 or electronically at
WWWw.compass.state.pa.us/cwis

It is also the policy of the Diocese to adhere to all civil and
state regulations. To this end, the Diocese is equally com-
mitted to adhering to the norms of the Code of Canon Law
and to upholding the tenets of the USCCB Charter for the
Protection of Children and Young People, which includes
supporting victims of sexual abuse in their pursuit of emo-
tional and spiritual well-being. As such, information regard-
ing an allegation of sexual abuse of a minor should also be
reported to the Victim Assistance Coordinator Mary Beth
Pacuska at (570-862-7551) or to Diocesan officials, includ-
ing the Vicar General, Monsignor Thomas M. Muldowney,
V.G., at (570-207-2269).

CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE

Church law requires Catholics to be married with the
church’s prayers and blessings. Please call the pastor at least six
months before your anticipated wedding date. All couples must
complete a Pre-Cana program. If you or your fiancée were previously
married and divorced, you will need an annulment before being married
in the church. Allow at least a year to finish the annulment process.

BAPTISM
Infants and small children may be baptized at any Saturday evening or
Sunday morning celebration of the Eucharist outside of Lent. The
parish baptismal preparation session is required before the baptism of a
couple’s first child. Call the Parish Office for information.
ANOINTING OF THE SICK

Please notify the parish office whenever anyone is sick,
unable to attend Mass and wishes to receive Holy Communion.
Eucharistic Ministers are available to bring Communion to the sick. The
Pastor will bring the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick as needed.
