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Greetings from Father Robert!
I mentioned in preaching how Psalm 18 has been an instrument of rescue for me in anxious moments.

Following a dream filled with death and destruction and evil attacks, I could not close my eyes without the hor-
rible images of the dream appearing again. So, I turned to the Priest Prayer for the middle of the night should the
person be available called “Office of Readings.” Following the initial hymn is an Antiphon before the start of
the Psalm or in this case the start of a portion of the Psalm because the Psalm is quite long. For this reflection
Psalm 18 is in the forefront with three Antiphons separating the Psalm parts. The format here is the “Antiphon”,
initiating Psalm verse, “......... ”, closing Psalm verse then the next “Antiphon.” If you pray this, you could say
a “Glory-Be” then repeat the previous “Antiphon.” Next the second “Antiphon” is said followed by the above
format. You will need your bible to complete this prayer tool and read the verses eliminated for space purposes

marked by “............. ”; my bible is a “NAB” version or “New American Bible”. SO HERE WE GO!
Antiphon 1.) “I love you, Lord; you are my strength.”
Psalm 18:2 He said: I love you, LORD, my strength, .......... "In my distress I called out: LORD! I cried out to

my God. From his temple he heard my voice; my cry to him reached his ears.

Antiphon 2.) “The Lord has saved me; He wanted me for his own.”

® The earth rocked and shook; the foundations of the mountains trembled; they shook as his wrath flared
1010 JOURRSR Y He set me free in the open; he rescued me because he loves me.

Antiphon 3.) “Lord kindle a light for my guidance and scatter my darkness.”

This helped me sense God’s presence in my anxiety. Give it a try. God’s Blessings!
