WHEN IS EASTER?

Unlike last year when the holiday also happened to fall on
April Fool’s Day, in 2019, Easter isn’t until Sunday, April 21.
This of course means Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent,
was later this the year, too. In 2018, Ash Wednesday actually
fell on the same date as Valentine’s Day, but this year it was
celebrated on March 6. Lent will then come to a close on Holy
Thursday, April 18.

Why is Easter on a different date each year? And why is it so
much later this year? The holiday can occur on any Sunday
between March 22 and April 25. It's set to coincide with the
vernal equinox, a day when the sun shines directly on the
equator and the majority of Earth experiences nearly equal
hours of sunlight and nighttime, which signals the start of
spring in the Northern Hemisphere. The Catholic church has
decided to always acknowledge the event on March 21,
though, scientifically speaking, it could fall on March 20,
according to the Old Farmer’s Almanac.

Because Christ's death and resurrection happened after the
Jewish Passover, which is celebrated on the first full moon
after the equinox, early Christians wanted Easter to always
take place following Passover. To make a long answer short,
Easter falls on a different date each year because it, like
Passover, is tied to solar and lunar cycles.

SAINT BENEDICT CENTER, RICHMOND NH

The theological teachings of the Saint Benedict Center, and the
Slaves of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, Richmond, NH, have
been declared ‘“unacceptable” by the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith. As a result, under no circumstances may
Catholics receive the sacraments of the Church at the Saint
Benedict Center or any of its locations, nor should they
participate in any activity provided by this group or school,
including their summer camp.
In the past, the Diocese of Manchester had granted permission for
a priest in good standing to offer ministry at the Saint Benedict
Center, but beginning January 7, 2019, Catholic priests are under
strict prohibition from celebrating the Sacraments of the Church
there. Out of pastoral concern for the souls of those who work,
live at, or reside near the Saint Benedict Center, the Bishop of
Manchester has arranged for the celebration of the Extraordinary
Form of the Mass (Latin Mass) at Saint Stanislaus, 80 Richmond
St., Winchester, NH 03470, on Sundays at 7:45am.
