XXIV SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

 

On this XXIV Sunday in ordinary time, we find our-

selves with a fundamental question: "But who do you 

say that I am?" A question that makes us question our 

following of Christ and whose answer transforms our 

existence. 

 

In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah presents us one 

of the songs of the Servant of Yahweh. A character who 

endures outrages because he knows that his mission is 

clarified only in God's word and he trusts it. This char-

acter is related to the one whose mission would be to 

obtain freedom for the people of God. By the descrip-

tion that is made of the Servant of Yahweh, a direct rela-

tionship will be made between this character and Christ. 

 

Psalm 114 was used by the Jews at the end of the Passo-

ver meal, to thank Yahweh for hearing the cry of his 

people. It is a psalm that narrates how God liberated the 

people from Pharaoh and led them to the promised 

land, that is, it is a psalm that exalts God's saving action. 

 

In the second reading, James deals again with a theme of 

the practical life of Christians. This passage comes to 

strengthen, and not to contradict, Paul's theology of 

faith. For Paul  

salvation is based on faith in Jesus Christ. Indeed, salva-

tion comes from faith in Jesus Christ, but this faith leads 

to a radical commitment to one's own life. We cannot 

forget that Christianity is not an ideology but a way of 

life that transforms our hearts. That is why James will 

tell us that faith without works leads nowhere in the 

Christian life. 

 

Saint Mark invites readers to discover who Jesus is 

through the open question: "And who do you say that I 

am?" Saint Peter helps us by answering: "You are the 

Christ." Through Saint Peter, we Christians recognize in 

Jesus that character that was spoken of in the scriptures 

and that is mentioned in the first reading. But the figure 

of the Messiah had been distorted with political interpre-

tations, moving away from his saving action. That is why 

Jesus reminds Peter and us that if we want to follow 

him, we must renounce ourselves and carry our cross. 

Our salvation consists also in giving our lives for Jesus 

and our brothers. 

 

Let's ask ourselves the question, who is Jesus Christ for 

us? May the answer lead us to transform our lives.

XXIV DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO 

 

En este XXIV Domingo del tiempo ordinario nos en-

contramos con una pregunta fundamental: “Y ustedes 

¿quién dicen que soy yo?”. Una pregunta que nos hace 

cuestionar nuestro seguimiento de Cristo y cuya res-

puesta transforma nuestra existencia.  

 

En la primera lectura, el profeta Isaías nos presenta 

uno de los cantos del Siervo de Yahvé. Un personaje 

que soporta ultrajes porque sabe que su misión se es-

clarece solo en la palabra de Dios y en ella confía. Este 

personaje se relaciona con aquel cuya misión sería la 

de obtener la libertad para el pueblo de Dios. Por la 

descripción que se hace del Siervo de Yahvé, se hará 

una relación directa entre este personaje y Cristo.  

 

El salmo 114 era usado por los judíos al terminar la cena 

pascual, para agradecer a Yahvé porque atendió el clamor 

de su pueblo. Es un salmo que narra cómo Dios liberó al 

pueblo del Faraón y lo condujo a la tierra prometida, es 

decir, es un salmo que exalta la acción salvadora de Dios. 

 

En la segunda lectura, Santiago trata de nuevo un tema 

de la vida práctica de los cristianos. Este pasaje viene a 

fortalecer, y no a contradecir, la teología de la fe de Pablo 

para quien la salvación se fundamenta en la fe en Jesu-

cristo. Efectivamente la salvación viene de la fe en Jesu-

cristo, pero esta fe lleva a comprometerse radicalmente 

en la propia vida. No podemos olvidar que el cristianis-

mo no es una ideología sino un modo de vivir que trans-

forma nuestros corazones. Por eso Santiago nos dirá que 

la  fe sin obras no lleva a ninguna parte en la vida cristia-

na.  

 

San Marcos invita a los lectores a descubrir quién es Jesús 

a través de la pregunta abierta: “Y ustedes ¿quién dicen 

que soy yo?”. San Pedro nos ayuda respondiendo: “Tú 

eres el Mesías”. Por medio de San Pedro los cristianos 

reconocemos en Jesús a ese personaje del que se hablaba 

en las escrituras y que se menciona en la primer lectura. 

Pero la figura del Mesías se había desvirtuado con inter-

pretaciones políticas alejándose de su acción salvadora. 

Por eso Jesús recuerda a Pedro y a nosotros que si quere-

mos seguirlo hemos de renunciar a nosotros mismos y 

cargar con nuestra cruz. Nuestra salvación consiste en 

dar también la vida por Jesús y nuestros hermanos.  

 

Hagámonos la pregunta, ¿quién es Jesucristo para noso-

tros? Que la respuesta nos lleve a transformar nuestra 

vida.
