Dear Parishioners, Friends and Neighbors,

On this Christmas Eve Day, we celebrate the end of Advent and beginning of the glorious Christmas Season. On
this day, the Church presents us with the gospel scene entitled, “The Visitation”, the meeting of Mary and
Elizabeth. Elizabeth had conceived a son. She and her husband Zechariah, were advanced in years and yet he was
told through the Angel Gabriel that they would bear a son who would become the forerunner of the Messiah. It
would be his task to prepare the people for the coming of the Messiah. Mary had just been visited by the Angel
Gabriel and was told that she would become the Mother of God. She was disturbed because she was not married,
though she was engaged to Joseph. The Angel told Mary that the power of the Most High would overshadow her
and the  offspring would be called Son of God. As soon as this visit to Mary was completed, Sacred Scripture
tells us that Mary proceeded in haste to be with her cousin Elizabeth and assist her in the final days of her
pregnancy. Upon arriving there, this scene takes place. In these two women, Mary and Elizabeth, we are given
perfect examples of how each of us should welcome the Savior of the world.

Elizabeth greets Mary with great joy, deep faith and profound mystery. She speaks for every person who has been
touched by God, visited by God. “Who am I that the Mother of my Lord should come to me? The moment your
greeting sounded in my ear, the babe in my womb leapt for joy.” Elizabeth is filled with Faith as she receives
Mary into her home. In spite of her questioning, she responds with tremendous gratitude, joy and faith.

“The Mother of My Lord” indicates that something tremendous is happening in the life of Mary. Mary, too, is
filled with faith. “My being proclaims the greatness of the Lord, my spirit finds joy in God my Savior.” This is
the beginning of the famous “Magnificat” and becomes Mary’s prayer of faith for her and for us at Christmas.

Neither woman looks only to themselves for a response to this profound mystery which is unfolding before them.
They are the grateful recipients of the presence of God, the visit of God to them. They reach out to each other and
thus, to the world. God has come to them; God has visited them; God is with them; and they know it.

The same must be true for ourselves. God comes to us, God visits us, God is with us during this beautiful
Christmas season. Welcome Him, share Him with your loved ones and friends. Open your hearts to His presences
and joy. Receive Him and be overpowered by Him, and then share Him with others. Come join our faith filled
family for Christmas this year at Sacred Heart, Our Lady of Lourdes and St. Mary, Mother of the Redeemer
Churches.
