   It is no secret that the Church as a whole, especially our 
own Diocese, is in need of priests to continue the mission of 
Jesus.  Like the men Jesus called to be his followers when he 
walked this earth, a priest relies on the presence of God’s 
Spirit to be a source of strength and wisdom. 
 
* Next Sunday is the feast of Pentecost.    
   At Christmas, we celebrate the gift God, the Father, gave us 
by sending his Son into the world.
