Today, we celebrate the World Day of Prayers for Vocations. 

What a blessing it would for a mother to present her son to ser-

vice in the Church as a priest, deacon or members of a religious 

community. Likewise for a mother to present her daughter as a 

member of a religious community.  The best way to foster vo-

cations is by the seed that is planted day by day in family life. 

On the day of my priesthood ordination, I wiped the chrism that 

was placed on the palms of my hands by Bishop Hughes on a 

cloth. This cloth is called the manutergium, and represents the 

burial cloth of Christ. According to a tradition, a priest presents 

the manutergia to their mothers at their first Masses. The wom-

en are buried holding them, so that at the Last Judgment every-

one on Heaven and Earth will know they are the mothers of 

priests and can present the cloths to Christ, saying, “my son, 

too, shared in your priesthood.” It was a great honor to present 

this to my mother. Perhaps this could be a gift for mothers of 

our community as we see the fruits of our prayers and support 

of vocations.�

Jesus appears to the disciples on multiple occasions after 

his crucifixion and resurrection and reminds the Apostles 

of their mission: to spread His Word the good news of 

Baptism in the New Covenant of God and Man. Mt 28:16�

20; Jn 21:1�19; Lk 24:36�49 The Apostles meanwhile are 

frightened at first, but Jesus breathes the Holy Spirit upon 

them and they are emboldened to speak His teachings to 

the Israelites and Gentiles of the region. Acts 11:17�18 As 

the word spreads of Jesus' disciples working miracles and 

driving out evil spirits as Jesus had done, their following 

grows to all of Judea, Samaria and beyond. Acts 1:8 Soon, 

Armenians, Ethiopians, Galatians and Greeks and even 

Europeans of Rome come to hear the Word. Acts 2:5�11 

So, Simon Peter appoints apostles and sends them off to 

make disciples in each community in the New Church by 

“laying on of hands”. Acts 6:6�7; 8:14�17 This tradition is 

known as the Sacrament of Confirmation with which we 

are more commonly acquainted, and also the Sacraments 

to the religious life or Holy Orders.�

“Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, bap-

tizing them in the name of The Father, and of The Son, 

and of The Holy Spirit.” Mt 28:19�

�

And so, Jesus has made disciples of us all through His 

Apostles and disciples in our Sacrament of Confirmation. 

Those marked with the sign of the Lamb of God (Rev 

7:3), and “My sheep hear My voice; I know them, and 

they follow Me.” Jn 10:27 We have the same mission as 

His disciples, as did the first Apostles: to spread His Word 

the good news of Baptism in the New Covenant of God 

and Man � salvation through repentance in the One God, 

Jesus the Christ.
