A Sunday Reflection

Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

On the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary: 
“My soul proclaims the greatness of the Lord; my spirit 
rejoices in God my savior.” Lk 1:46-47 The Canticle of 
Mary in Luke’s Gospel starts with these two lines; what a 
beautiful song of love for one’s God!  
 

Do we praise and sing to our Lord as a child of God? Does 
our spirit have zeal for the Creator of all things that we sing 
a hymn of praise as we rise and go to our rest everyday? 
 

Saint Paul doesn’t hesitate to say how we should seek our 
Lord to gain His wisdom, through which flows the font of 
life. “Try to learn what is pleasing to the Lord. Awake, O 
who sleep, and arise from the death of darkness, and Christ 
will give you the light of understanding. Watch carefully 
then how you live, … making the most of the opportunities 
that arise, because the days of evil are at hand. Therefore, do 
not continue in ignorance, but try to understand what is the 
will of the Lord!” Eph 5:10,14b-17 
 

As we seek our God to love and serve Him, we find an un-
derstanding in Him through Christ that makes our souls sing 
for joy in praise of Him. Let His Spirit teach us to come to 
Him, and share in the Bread of Life. 
 

On the Bread of Life: 
“I am the living bread that came down from Heaven, 
whoever eats this bread will live forever; and the bread 
that I give is my flesh for the life of the world. Unless you 
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you 
do not have life within you.” Jn 6:51,53 His disciples who 
were listening said, “How can this man give us [His] flesh to 
eat? These words are hard [to believe], who can accept it?” 
Jn 6:52,60 So, they left Him and went back to their former 
ways of life. 
 

Sounds like us. We latch on to something that finally moves 
us out of our life’s treachery and gets us on the right path, a 
path of righteousness, and BANG, the truth comes out; this 
path requires us to give up our entire wealth-seeking and 
cushy mundane existence for what is behind door number 
three (called eternal life). How disappointing.  
 

They don’t call it passion for nothing. And our Lord’s Pas-
sion is nothing less than an unquenchable zeal to do the Fa-
ther’s will for the love of mankind. Do we have passion in 
our lives to do God’s will? If we don’t, we are wasting our 
time here on earth. Sure, we might think life is all about 
making it to a comfortable landing, “but wait there’s more,” 
the comfortable landing lands us in hell. 
 

Use your time here wisely says Saint Paul to the Ephesians, 
don’t live in ignorance, but rather try to understand the will 
of the Lord so that He can enlighten you to the ways of 
righteousness. The more urgent we seek this understanding 
(the will of the Lord), the more elated we are with the 
knowledge of the love He has for us. Filled with His Spirit, 
giving thanks always and for everything in the name of 
Jesus Christ, our Lord to God, the Father.” Eph 5:20 
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
