Dear Father, 

 

 With the rise in the spread of influenza, commonly called the flu, it is time to revisit precautions undertaken 

for our Eucharistic Liturgies.  These are temporary safety measures.  We will restore normal liturgical practices once 

the risk of this form of influenza has passed. 

 

 Effective today, the Sign of Peace and the distribution of the Precious Blood will be suspended until further 

notice.  Holy Communion should only be distributed to non-ordained liturgical ministers and the faithful under the 

species of the Consecrated Host.  Communicants should be encouraged to receive in their hands rather than on the 

tongue. 

 

 The faithful should be encouraged not to hold hands during the Our Father.  Clergy, Acolytes and 

Extraordinary Ministers should carefully wash their hands before and after Mass.  It is recommended that 

Extraordinary Ministers be allowed to do so prior to the distribution of Holy Communion, or at that time, hand 

sanitizer should be made available for them. 

 

 Please implement these health measures with pastoral sensitivity that assures the faithful access to the 

Eucharist. 

 

 Thank you for your cooperation with these efforts to make the spiritual nourishment of the Eucharist available 

to parishioners in a way that does not undermine the physical health of the community. 

 

 Be assured of my continued prayers and grateful best wishes for your valued ministry to the faithful.
