Dear Friends,

This summer has been tough on our Church. I have
tried to address the abuse crisis and the cover ups by bishops
at Mass. Yet, even as I do, I wonder what more can I do?
What more can we do as a parish to combat this crisis, to
respond to it in an appropriate way? Our Bishop, along with
many Bishops around the country, have written pastoral let-
ters to the faithful under their care and in their respective
dioceses. They use words like "saddened" and "outraged"
and "I'm sorry". I'm sorry, but words on a page is not
enough. Victims want justice while the faithful want good
and holy men who will lead them to Jesus Christ. Therefore,
I have decided to designate a day in our parish as a day of
penance and prayer. On this day, we will have adoration all
day, confessions available, and will conclude with a holy
hour and benediction. This day we will dedicate to prayer
and penance as a means of reparation for the sins of the
clergy and for the healing of those abused by them. The de-
tails of this are as follows:

Friday September 14, 2018: Day of Penance and Prayer
8am: Mass

8:30am: Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament

6pm: Holy Hour (Rosary, Divine Mercy Chaplet, Scripture
readings, silent meditation)

7pm: Benediction

Confessions available during the following times: 8:30am -
9:30am; 11:30am - 12:30pm; 3pm - 4pm; Spm - 7pm

Sign-ups will be available at the door of the hall. I am asking
that all of our parishioners commit to making one small act
of sacrifice on this day and to set aside time for adoration
and prayer. Please make every effort to be a part of this day.
I truly believe that coming together in prayer, in solidarity
with one another, will strengthen our community and deepen
our faith. It will bring some semblance of peace in the midst
of this turmoil. My thanks in advance for your cooperation
and participation.
