“You were going to start a series explaining 

the Mass. Is this the next installment?”�

Yes. We continue with the  LITURGY OF THE         

EUCHARIST 

Eucharistic Prayer – This is the center and sum-

mit of the entire celebration. The one thing that 

is very important to remember is that the priest is 

praying in the name of the entire holy people. 

When he says “we” you are included in his pray-

er and when you say the great “Amen” at the 

conclusion of the Eucharistic Prayer you are 

confirming that you agree with everything the 

priest said. 

The Preface - The Eucharistic Prayer starts with 

the preface which is an introductory prayer. It 

invites us to lift up our hearts to God. It is primari-

ly a prayer of praise and thanksgiving. Thanks-

giving is one of the eight parts of all Eucharistic 

Prayers and is especially expressed in the Pref-

ace. The Preface gives us the specific reasons 

for the thanksgiving which are related to the 

Church season or feast day. It starts with “The 

Lord be with you,” and concludes with our first 

of three Acclamations (the second part of Eu-

charistic Prayers) when we sing or say “Holy, Ho-

ly, Holy” as found in Isaiah 6:2 and Revelation 

4:8; Isaiah 6:2.  Seraphim were stationed above; 

each of them had six wings: with two they 

veiled their faces, with two they veiled their 

feet, and with two they hovered aloft.  "Holy, 

holy, holy is the LORD of hosts!" they cried one 

to the other. "All the earth is filled with his glory!" 

In Revelation 4:8 8 The four living creatures, 

each of them with six wings, were covered with 

eyes inside and out. Day and night they do not 

stop exclaiming: "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God 

almighty, who was, and who is, and who is to 

come."  The significance of this is that we are, 

once again, joining our voices with the angels in 

heaven.

~ “A word from the Word” ~�

 15

th

 Sunday of Ordinary Time�

Cycle C                                       Lk 10:25�37                                                         �

The word from the Word this week is 

“neighbor.” The meaning of this word is quite 

simple to us and rather common.  We don’t think 

much about the significance of its meaning. But 

in the time of Jesus the word “neighbor” meant 

something deeper than just the people who lived 

next door. With this in mind, we can understand 

why the young man questions Jesus about who is 

his “neighbor.”  The scripture passage states 

that this “scholar of the Law” wanted to justify 

himself.  This does not mean that he had some-

thing to prove.  It means that the man wanted to 

be absolutely sure of who his neighbor would be 

according to Jesus. The issue of who could be 

considered a “neighbor” was an important 

question in Judaism because of the people's self�

consciousness of being the chosen people. Those 

who were Jewish had a special place in society. 

Election set Israel apart, made the people par-

ticularly loyal to their own kind and, at the same 

time, permitted the tendency to neglect, even 

condemn, those who were not Israelites.  There 

were also provisions made within Jewish law 

which allowed a person’s hatred for their ene-

mies.  When Jesus teaches that one must love 

their “neighbor” He goes beyond just their fel-

low Israelites or people whom they liked or rela-

tives and friends.  To Jesus a “neighbor” is any-

one with whom you come in contact. The parable 

Jesus tells makes this perfectly clear. We must 

keep in mind that the parables Jesus tells are not 

about things that have actually taken place.  The 

parables are made up by Jesus to suit the point 

of which He wants to make. In this case, as the 

parable goes, a man in beaten and robbed and 

left for dead on the side of the road.  Two people 

whom we would expect to be kind, loving and 

helpful just walk by and leave him for dead. 

They did not understand the dying man to be 

their “neighbor” worthy of their compassion.  

Yet, Jesus states that a Samaritan was walking 

by and came upon the man. Anyone hearing the 

parable would know that Jews and Samaritans 

were bitter enemies. Despite that fact, the Sa-

maritan has tremendous compassion on the man.  

He goes out of his way to care for the man’s 

wounds and takes him to a place where he will 

be cared for and pays for the whole thing. There 

can be no question in the 

lawyer’s mind of who was a 

loving “neighbor” to the 

robbery victim.  There can 

be no question in our minds 

as well.  �

Endangered!�

The recognition of endangered species calls 

forth prompt and effective protection. A 30 per-

cent causality rate among “Black Cockatoos or 

Great White Sharks” would be considered“ to-

tally unacceptable.”�

At the same time, the fact that up to a third of 

the next [human] generation is being terminat-

ed seems to have slipped under our guard. The 

same society that experienced a dramatic ethi-

cal development when it comes to the death 

penalty, violence, rape, racial prejudice and the 

corruption of children is “tongue�tied” when it 

comes to abortion.�

This is pure hypocrisy. The values we cite when 

it comes to these areas are deemed to be im-

material, if not irrelevant, when it comes to the 

unborn.�
