“You were going to start a series explaining
the Mass. Is this the next installment?”

Yes.

After a person has received Holy Communion
they return to their places and should kneel si-
lently. At that time it is important to make a
prayer of thanksgiving and to contemplate the
great gift they have just received. All should re-
main kneeling until the priest reaches his chair
and is seated. At that time everyone may be
seated as well. There may be a meditation
hymn or just few moments of silence. That si-
lence allows the priest fime to make his own per-
sonal thanksgiving for having received Holy
Communion.

The Communion Rite concludes with a prayer af-
ter communion in which the priest prays for the
fruits of the mystery just celebrated.

Concluding Rites

The Prayer after Communion

The priest invites everyone to pray and all stand.
This final prayer is read and usually focuses upon
what we have received and how it has an effect
on Uus.

These rites now upon the sending forth of the
community. No sacrament exists as an end in it-
self. Christians are transformed and nourished in
the sacraments to in turn become sacraments to
the world.

Final Blessing

The priest gives a final blessing. As at the begin-
ning, all trace the sign of the cross.

Dismissal

The dismissal sends us forth to live what we have
received in the world and in turn become the
bread of the world. The word 'Mass' comes from
the ancient Latin dismissal, 'lte, missa est.' (Go,
you are sent). This dismissal is in no way a signal
that the people at Mass may now bolt for the
door. Mass is not over until the priest reaches his
destination which may be the sacristy or the front
door.

Reminders

Please be careful with lifting and lowering the
kneelers. For some reason our kneelers are very
heavy and land wood on wood to make a big
bang. Please be mindful of those who do not
wish to leave their pew right away. Some peo-
ple like to stay a few moments and make anoth-
er thanksgiving after Mass. Also, please watch
your speed in the parking lof.



~ “A word from the Word” ~ &®  ~Pro-Life News ~

19" Sunday of Ordinary Time

Cycle C Lk 12:32-48
The word from the Word this week is “vigilant.”
In this case, Jesus uses it as an adjective which
describes a person’s disposition. To help us un-
derstand the meaning of the word and of the entire
passage from Luke’s Gospel, there are other
words which have a similar meaning. If someone
is “vigilant” they anticipate and get ready for what
comes next. To be “vigilant” is to be expectant in
such a way that a person awaits what is coming
next and is also prepared_for that coming. It is to
be forward looking in attitude. Notice the focus
upon what happens in the future. There are two
things which we await in the future. First, the pas-
sage can refer to the Second Coming of Jesus
which is to take place in the future. This we know
as the End of the World, End of Time, Judgement
Day or the Last Judgement. Jesus warns everyone
that that day is known to no one and that we must
be prepared for it at all times. Secondly, the pas-
sage can refer to the day of our own particular
death when the Lord calls our names and we must
stand before Him to give an account of our lives.
This takes place at the moment of our death and is
called our “Particular Judgement.” Jesus empha-
sizes the importance of being ready for that mo-
ment. The parable Jesus tells informs us of the
way in which we want God to find us at that mo-
ment. First and foremost, God wants us to be
“vigilant”, to anticipate that moment. God would
like to find us with our work completed. This takes
on the sense of the fulfillment of one’s vocation in
life; that there is nothing in a person’s life that has
been left undone. In doing this and in keeping our-
selves holy we go before God with clear con-
sciences. We want to be at peace with God. God
would also like to find us at peace with our neigh-
bor. He does not want us to be holding a grudge
against anyone and at odds with our neighbors,
family members or fellow workers. God would al-
so like to find us at peace with ourselves. Thus,
when God judges He will be inquiring how well we
fulfilled His command to love God and to love our
neighbor as we love ourselves. This is how we are
to be “vigilant”; watchful and waiting for that
day. Being prepared in this way will allow us to
fall asleep in the arms of God. If we are prepared
in this way we will not fear death.
