FROM THE PASTOR'S OFFICE

Dear Friends,

In Mark 6:30-34, we witness a profound moment in the ministry of Jesus
Christ. The passage begins with the apostles returning from their mission,
eager to share with Jesus all they had done and taught. Recognizing their
fatigue and the need for rest, Jesus invites them to withdraw to a deserted
place. However, their plans for solitude are interrupted when a large crowd
follows them, seeking Jesus' presence and teachings.

Here, Jesus' response is one of deep compassion and pastoral care. Despite
his and his disciples' need for rest, he sees the crowd not as an interruption
but as lost and in need of spiritual nourishment. He teaches them at length,
demonstrating his role as the Good Shepherd who guides and cares for his
flock.

Furthermore, todays  Gospel invites all of us, as members of the Church, to
emulate Jesus' compassion and selflessness in our interactions with others. It
prompts us to be attentive to the spiritual needs of those around us, to reach
out with kindness and understanding, and to share the message of Christ's
love and salvation with a world that often feels lost and searching.

Ultimately, this passage speaks to the heart of our Christian vocation: to be
instruments of God's mercy and love, bringing healing and hope to those
who seek it, just as Jesus did for the crowd gathered before him.

Les enseña largamente, demostrando su papel como el
Buen Pastor que guía y cuida a su rebaño.

Además, este evangelio invita a todos nosotros, como miembros de la Iglesia,
a emular la compasión y el desprendimiento de Jesús en nuestras
interacciones con los demás. Nos insta a estar atentos a las necesidades
espirituales de quienes nos rodean, a tender puentes con bondad y
comprensión, y a compartir el mensaje del amor y la salvación de Cristo con
un mundo que a menudo se siente perdido y en busca de respuestas.

En última instancia, este pasaje habla al corazón de nuestra vocación cristiana:
ser instrumentos de la misericordia y el amor de Dios, llevando sanidad y
esperanza a aquellos que lo buscan, tal como Jesús hizo con la multitud
reunida ante él.
