Natural Family Planning (NFP) is a healthy, natural, 
and effective way for couples to understand fertil-
ity and make informed decisions about family life. 
By observing the natural signs of a woman’s cycle, 
couples can achieve or postpone pregnancy while 
growing in communication, respect, and shared 
responsibility. 
“Whereas contraception exists just for pregnancy 
avoidance, the methods of NFP can help couples 
to both achieve as well as avoid a pregnancy. In 
this sense, NFP is authentic family planning. As a 
natural, healthy approach to the management of hu-
man fertility, NFP methods have great educational 
value. These advantages move beyond biology and 
include enhancing the couple’s relationship through 
greater communication and shared responsibility.”

About the Cover
The Stations of the Cross were 
placed and blessed in our 
church in 1958.  In 2018, we 
added the frames with the 
Meditations on the Stations 
of the Cross by Blessed (now 
Saint) John Henry Newman.  
But something was missing 
… Veronica’s veil never had the image of the 
Holy Face of Jesus on it!  At the same time, the 
gold lettering was fading, and the Stations were 
in general need of a tune-up.  So our friends at 
Canning Liturgical Arts of Cheshire, Connecticut 
re-gilded the haloes on all the Stations, re-gilded 
the letters, touched up the figures, and added the 
Holy Face to Veronica’s veil.  Also added on the 
12th, 13th, and 14th Stations was a wound in the 
side of Christ, from which poured out blood and 
water, as well as the three crosses of Calvary and 
the setting sun / full moon on the 14th Station.
