Dear Family of Saint Matthew:

Jesus asks: “Why do you notice the
splinter in your brother’s eye, but do not
FROM THE \  perceive the wooden beam in your own?”

annoying fly, disturbing our conscience which “rightly”
criticizes uncontrolled narcissism...

But when the little splinter which “must” be removed, is a
vulnerable human being with no rights and the one
objecting to the “splinter” has the power of the state to
insist that there is no wooden beam in their own eyes ...7?

“Infanticide was once “unthinkable.” But over the last few
decades, some of the world’s foremost bioethicists have
considered baby killing worthy of respectable debate...
Dutch doctors openly commit infanticide on babies born
with terminal conditions or serious disabilities. Indeed,
infanticide has become so socially acceptable that a
bureaucratic checklist called the Groningen Protocol
exists to help doctors decide which babies can be
killed... How is it that infanticide has become justifiable
when it was unthinkable in the years following World War
Il (German doctors were hanged at Nuremberg for killing
disabled babies)?

Bioethicists and euthanasia advocates claim that modern
infanticide differs from wartime German euthanasia
because most cases in the Netherlands involve parental
consent, while most German cases involved physician
decision making without parental involvement. Smith,
Wesley J. Culture of Death: The Age of Do Harm
Medicine.

Is human life sacred, or does our moral worth depend on
relevant personhood characteristics? Is society's ultimate
purpose to protect all innocent human life or to eliminate
suffering—a category which both includes eliminating the
sufferer, and, as with an unwanted fetus or newborn, the
perceived cause of suffering? The answers we ultimately
give to these questions will determine whether infanticide
is finally established as unexceptional.”

Jesus says: “Remove the wooden beam from your eye
first.” If a wooden beam leads to a stony heart when we
complain about a brother's character defect, what will
that wooden beam do to us when the annoying splinter is
not a defect but his entire person: a vulnerable new
born?

Emails. Carpools. Shopping lists. Home repairs. It can
seem like we move so quickly from one thing to the next.
How often do we take time for silence, for prayer, for
reflection, for wisdom? Jesus warns us of stumbling
through life without an adequate sense of where we're
going. "Can a blind person guide a blind person? Will not
both fall into a pit?" "Why do you notice the splinter in your
brother's eye, but do not perceive the wooden beam in
your own?" Without adequate self-reflection, it's easy to
become blind to our own faults. We go through life's
motions as our bad habits linger or even increase. We may
become increasingly impatient, we may avoid important
tasks, we may neglect the emotional needs of our spouse.
Perhaps, in the process, we find fault with those around us.
So how do we know? How can we notice the hidden faults
in our lives?

Do you notice certain relationships that have become
strained, or situations where you know you don't act your
best? Perhaps this is an area where you are acting out of
sin, rather than virtue.

The truth is, all of us are a mixture of light and dark, vice
and virtue. We can't pretend we're perfect! But we also
need to take time to pause and prayerfully
examine the fruit we're bearing.
