19TH SUNDAY ORDINARY TIME
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The phrase, “To walk on water” is
a connotation that highly ranks

1 someone. When the disciples
respond to Jesus literally walking
on water as “You are certainly the
Son of God,” we assume that the
disciples were amazed at His
physical proof that Jesus was
more than just a man. For the
ancient world, the sea and lakes
stood for chaos and they were
afraid of it. Therefore, Our Lord’s
walk on water signifies His power

over all things that frighten us.

Peter was beckoned by Christ to join Him. And Peter walked on water relying on the power of Jesus.
When Peter began trusting in himself more than God, he was drowning. He needed Jesus’ hand to
reach out and save him. Today, our lives are so full of turmoil that we often feel like we are drowning.
The fear and obstacles of the pandemic, economic uncertainty, civil unrest, political tension, as well as
our personal anxiety and responsibilities can define our lives as chaotic. It is then, that we have to trust
in Jesus.

Even if we should falter, even if we should make mistakes, the Lord is still there for us, reaching out His
hand, keeping us from being engulfed by chaos, smiling at our feeble attempts to trust in ourselves
instead of Him, gently chiding us about our lack of faith.

The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary is Saturday,
August 15t and since it falls on a Saturday, this year it is not a Holy Day of
Obligation. Nevertheless, it is a beautiful feast that celebrates the Dormition or "falling asleep” of
the Mother of God. We believe that Mary fell asleep in death and both her perfect soul and pure
body were taken immediately to heaven. A Vigil Mass for the Assumption will be offered on Friday
evening, August 14 at 6:30 p.m. and on Saturday morning at 8:00 a.m.

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Have you ever wondered about the wood cabinet with the glass doors in the left corner of the sanctuary?

The cabinet is a type of Ambry (from the Latin armarium "a place for keeping tools"; or like the modern
word ‘armoire’). Originally, ambries were recessed cabinets in the walls of Christian churches used to store
sacred vessels and vestments. In modern day Roman Catholic usage, they are most often used to store

: the holy oils used in sacraments.

On Thursday, July 16, 2020 at the Cathedral of Saint
Peter, the Diocese of Wilmington held its Chrism
Mass (postponed from its traditional date during Holy
Week because of the pandemic). The Chrism Mass,
one of the most solemn and important liturgies of the
liturgical year, takes its name from the blessing by
the bishop of the holy oils to be used in the
sacraments throughout the year, which are then
given to priests/ministers to take back to their
parishes.

The Holy Oils are:

«Sacred Chrism (S.C.) — used in the sacraments of
Baptism, Confirmation and Holy Orders, as well as
for the consecration of altars and the dedication of
churches.

+Qil of catechumens (O.C. or O.S., Oleum

sanctum) — also used in the sacrament of Baptism
+Qil of the Sick (O.l., Oleum infirmorum) — used in
the rite of the Anointing of the Sick

Our pastor, Fr. Joe attended the Chrism Mass and
brought back our annual parish supply of the sacred
oils for use in our parish throughout the coming
year.

“Sheltering
in place” is not something active people find easy to do. So the question becomes, how can we
make the best use of this time? A good answer is to consider making a deeper commitment to
God by embarking on the journey of faith known as RCIA; the process through which non-
Catholics become good Catholics, and good Catholics become better Catholics.
