HARRISON HOUSE
Volunteerns Heeded

For the past twenty years our church has been involved in
supplying meals to 8 members of the Buddies of NJ
housed in HARRISON HOUSE, on the grounds of Bergen
Regional Medical Center. We work with a menu provided
by them and join 30 other organizations to provide dinner
for these people during a given month. We are responsi-
ble for the third Thursday of each month.

The Church of the Madonna is comprised of over 1000
families yet only five parishioners have been taking this
upon themselves to provide this work of charity. We are
in need of other parishioners to cook and deliver to these
residents. If each family could just take one ( third Thurs-
day) in any given month, then the same people would not
have to do this by themselves.

We understand this might be a bit of an undertaking
for just one individual. However, there are other ways in
which you can help. If you're unable to cook the meal,
perhaps you would be available to deliver the meal on
occasion. Or perhaps it can become a team effort, where
a group can get together one month and jointly prepare
the meal, - one or two people can prepare the meal,
while another can make a salad perhaps, with another
supplying a dessert.

Also, please keep in mind that it is not a mandatory
menu and that only the meal listed has to be supplied.
The menu they supply is just that, - a suggestion. We
need to experience the feeling of unity within Madonna
and help those less fortunate then ourselves. If you have
questions about this social concern, PLEASE contact the
Rectory office.

We'd like to express our sincere thanks, on behalf of
Harrison House, for those individuals who have prepared
meals in 2021: Mary Ann Byrnes, Terry Bae, Barbara
Pastore, JoAnn Tarabola, Nicolina Morin and Cas Chun.
