Divine Mercy Sunday

Today, besides being the second Sunday of Easter, we
also celebrate the feast of Divine Mercy.

Today in the liturgical calendar- eight days after Easter
Sunday- has three names:
1) the Octave Day of Easter, 2) the Second Sunday of
Easter, and 3) Divine Mercy Sunday.

Saint John Paul decreed that the Second Sunday of
Easter would be kept each year as Divine Mercy Sunday,
and this beautiful title draws our attention today to the
way in which that mercy is ordinarily extended to us
after Holy Baptism: by going to Confession in the
Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation.

Let us keep this Octave of Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday,
by resolving to seek the Lord’s mercy for ourselves and
be instruments of that mercy for others.
