Saint of the Week
Saint Anthony of Padua- June 13th

St. Anthony was born to a noble family in Lisbon,
Portugal, in 1195. When some Franciscans were getting
martyred, he decided to become a Franciscan friar.
St. Anthony really wanted to become a missionary too
but fell sick on the trip. So he stayed at a monastery
where he worked quietly for nine months. Then one
day, he was suddenly asked to preach and everyone
was amazed by his sermon.

From then on he went around preaching. Many were
converted and many came back to the church. His
prayers brought many miracles. St. Anthony travelled
around preaching the truth about God and the church
for a few years, but he got sick and died when he was
only 36. Statues often show him holding the Child
Jesus, who appeared to him once. St. Anthony is the
patron saint of finding lost things.
