On the Thursday or Sunday after Trinity Sunday, the Church
celebrates The Feast of Corpus Christi, also known as The Solemnity
of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ. This Feast
commemorates the immense gift of the Eucharist in our lives and in
the Church.

It is said that
if Angels could envy humans, they would envy our ability to receive
Jesus in the Eucharist. When we receive Communion, Christ is
closer to us than ever! We should never take this precious gift for

granted.

Saint of the Week

St. Thomas More- June 22nd

St. Thomas More was born in London, England in
1478. He studied at University of Oxford, and became a
lawyer. He lived a very pious life and thought about
becoming a priest, but he became a member of
parliament, got married, and had four children.

King Henry VIII liked him and made him Lord High
Chancellor. But St. Thomas quit when the king
decided to divorce and remarry and claim he was head
of the church. And because he stood up for the
church’s teaching, he was accused of treason and
beheaded.

St. Thomas More was a very important man in his
kingdom, but he did not approve of the king's wrong
ideas. You can pray to St. More if you are tempted to

agree with something you know is wrong. Pray for
courage and strength, and be ready to suffer for the

truth like the martyrs did!
