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From the desk of Fr. Sullivan

Dear Friends,

It is hard to believe that it has been nearly two years since COVID hit. Approximately 6 months prior
to COVID, a friend suggested that we install a livestreaming system in the Basilica. Not being particularly tech-
savvy, I wasn't even sure what livestream capabilities were. I hesitated and doubted its usefulness for us and then
after hearing the cost of $16,000, I hesitated and even doubted more! Needless to say, I was eventually convinced
that it could be an effective way to reach those who are homebound or ill, and that livestreaming could be an
effective means of evangelization. In today’s world of technology, many people, including the young, have an
opportunity to view a church from the comfort of their home prior to deciding to attend and becoming a member of
a particular parish.

For those who have watched our livestream, you know the quality of our video and sound are very good.
We used it for the first time at Christmas Eve Mass 2019. To our utter surprise, and with minimal promotion,
statistics show that 250 households watched. When the pandemic hit, a couple of months later, unlike the vast
majority of parishes, the Basilica was already set-up. When churches had to shut down by mid-March, we had just
under three thousand households watching each week and our Easter Sunrise Mass on top of Holy Land had over
18,000 view

I thought I would share with you some interesting statistics from this past year. We have had 88,256 views
from 15,146 households in the US. Then the following top 9 countries from over 44 countries: Italy 59, Ireland 58,
India 56, Philippines 35, Brazil 19, Egypt 18, United Kingdom 23, Canada 22, and Mexico 21. In terms of house-
holds from nearby cities and towns: Waterbury 3,666, Naugatuck 1,005, Watertown 638, Wolcott 609, Middlebury
473. A little bit further away: New York City 407, Brooklyn 220 and the Bronx 214, Brockton 473 and Boston at 84.

As wonderful and beneficial technology can be, we have to be vigilant and disciplined in its use.

Technology can be addictive in many ways; this includes hours spent on social media, gambling, pornography,
video games, shopping or simply surfing the internet. We can only imagine the benefit to our families and the
world, if a small percent of our time is spent on our phone and computers for private, personal or family prayer.
Imagine the spiritual fruits if instead of spending valuable time getting into arguments on social media, we instead
used that time to ask God's blessings upon the world! We pray for our parish and families that we may abide in God
always as the Bible states and as it says in the Letter to the Hebrews: “Equip you with everything good that you
may do his will, working in us that which is pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever
and ever. Amen. (Heb 13:21)”

May this special gift of technology continue to build our beautiful Basilica and our families.
