From the desk of Fr. Sullivan

Community is so important to a person's spiritual life and yet is so often diminished or even overlooked.

Dear friends,

A beautiful community of faith feeds, nurtures, inspires, heals, and loves. Too often people believe that all that is
needed in this life is what has been termed a "me and Jesus" relationship. To have an intimate relationship with God
is beautiful and even necessary in order to foster one's spiritual life. This can be termed a "vertical” relationship with
God. It involves God and the person.

In Catholic spirituality, this vertical relationship is part, not the whole. The very word “Catholic” comes from
the Greek word which means everywhere, universal, all encompassing. A good analogy might be that our faith is like
the arms of a mother reaching out to draw all in. Far from being "me and Jesus" it is also very much "us and Jesus."
Rather than simply a vertical relationship, it is also a "horizontal" relationship, not an either/or, rather both/and .
Our personal relationship with God is to overflow to love of neighbor, the entire family of God.

Catholics have always emphasized this twofold necessity. At the turn of the last century, when so many
immigrants came to Waterbury seeking a new life, it was the parish that became the central point of both worship as
well as social activity. There has always been and always will be those who attend Mass and immediately return home
with little or no additional relationship with the community life of the parish. This is fine of course because people's
personalities, likes and dislikes, vary greatly and for some, a quieter spirituality is where they feel most comfortable.
It should be also noted that sadly there are some parishes that offer little opportunity for community life.

Our Basilica has offered several opportunities for gathering as a community of faith. Aside from our
monthly Hospitality Sunday after the 10am and 12pm Masses, (usually the First Sunday of each month), when we
recently serve almost 250 Brooklyn Baking Co. doughnuts, in the past couple of months we’ve had:

1. a Pilgrimage to St. Joseph’s Cathedral with visit to Sistine Chapel exhibit (over 50 came);

2. Our Father's Ride for Catholic Academy (30 cyclists/walkers participated and concluded with a picnic with

St. John Paul IT hikers at Lake Waramaug’s state park);

3. St. John Paul IT Hiking club organized three hikes this summer;

4. Train ride to Thomaston for Mass honoring Blessed McGivney (approximately 325 in attendance);

s. Annual Parish picnic at Action Wildlife (approximately 300 in attendance);

In the next couple of months, we will hold a Vocation Discernment Night (Aug 11), our young adult group,
RISE, will offer a kayak ride at Lake Waramaug, followed by Mass, overnight camping and a morning hike (Sep 9-10),
we will organize a parish deep sea fishing trip (Sep 17) and the Women's Bible Study group will resume sometime in
early September.

Once the parish hall is complete, the opportunities for so many community activities will essentially be limit-
less. Whether your faith life is one of a quieter variety or more community-oriented, we hope and pray you will al-
ways be spiritually fed at this the Mother Church of Waterbury, our beautiful Basilica.
