What prompts you to make the decisions you make? When confronted with a decision, whether one that is
more trivial and mundane or one that is more significant and profound, we rely on guidance. That
guidance can be the result of impulse and passion or the fruit of the interior voice of conscience. Decisions
made on impulse and passion can be misguided and erroneous. Decisions based on conscience, or the
moral voice within, will reflect the depth and maturity of our soul work. A more contemplative soul will
make more contemplative decisions. A less developed conscience will make decisions based on the
individual’s level of development. Conversion and a change of heart are at the core of Jesus’ message
precisely because of this reality. We are works in progress. For the person on fire with the Holy Spirit and
centered on God, life reflects an ever-deepening awareness and heightened sense of God’s presence and a
greater willingness to do God’s will. What is happening internally is validated by what is witnessed
externally. The hypocrite is the one who says yes when they really mean no. From the start, they had no
desire to do the virtuous act but wanted to outwardly appear as if they did. Where are you on the road of
integrity? Honesty is all that is required. God is good with that. It is okay to struggle with our decisions
and wrestle with ourselves. Consciences on the path to maturity and greater depth are not always going to
know what action is immediately best. We may, at first, say no to what we know is right and, after
prayerful reflection and thought, come around to doing it. Conversion happens when our no changes to
yes, regardless of how sinful or out of sync we may be at the time. God is anxious to welcome us to
Himself. But we cannot embrace Him unless we want to. Learning to orient our gift of free will to what is

A Prayer, For Those in the Military

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Father Chuck’s Homily:

Since the deacons are preaching this weekend at
most Masses, here’s a commentary [ found
interesting.

“A man had two sons”

This is a parable; designed to show the hypocrisy
and deceit of the chief priests and elders, in
pretending to works of righteousness, and not
doing them; and to reprove them for their disbelief
and rejection of John's ministry; and to make it
appear that the worst of sinners in the Jewish
nation were preferable to them. By the "man", in
the parable, God, the Father, seems rather to be
here intended, who is sometimes compared to a
farmer and a vinedresser. The "two sons" are
meant to represent two sorts of people among the
Jews: the leaders, and tax collectors and sinners;
as the application of the parable, by our Lord
himself, most clearly shows: these were both the
children of God; not only by creation, as all are, all
having, in this sense, but one common father,
whose offspring they be; but also by national
adoption; for to all, who were Israelites, according
to the flesh, whether good, or bad, alike belonged
the general privilege of adoption. These tax
collectors and sinners had an equal right to, as
well as the leaders, though they were not all the
sons of God by special grace, or spiritual
adoption:

“and he came to the first” — the tax collectors and
sinners among the Jews, by the ministry of John
the Baptist, Christ, and his disciples, who first
and chiefly preached to such sort of persons;

“and said, son, go work today in my vineyard” — by
the "vineyard", is meant the kingdom of God
which all were called to embrace and enter into;
the doors of which the Pharisees, who pretended
to have the key of knowledge, did all they could to
shut up, and keep people from going in, as they
refused to do themselves. To work in the vineyard
it signifies to hear the word, to believe in the
Messiah, embrace his doctrines, and submit to his
commands. The time of working in it is "today";
directly, immediately, and while it is day; for the
time will come when no one can work, and when
all these means and ordinances will be at an end,
and attending on them will be over: the argument
used is taken from the relation the person stood
in as a "son", highly favored by God, with the
blessing of national adoption, besides that of
natural sonship common to all people.

As we celebrate the feast of the archangels today, let us wrap
ourselves in Jesus’ love, ask his angels to help us, and thank
God for his provision for us.

This week we have five young people
receiving their Confirmations at the 5:30pm
Saturday Mass, and three making their First
Communion at Sunday Masses, including one
family receiving one of each! Please pray that the
grace of the sacraments will inspire them all to
even greater service to the Church and parish.

One area during this COVID/ social
distancing time in the Church where we are failing
miserably is exiting the Church. While we have
only one way in, we have six — count ‘em - six
exits. In the rush to leave the Church people are
mostly using the handicapped entrance/exit and
we end up with a traffic jam, people almost on top
of each other trying to exit. Please try to use
alternate exits to keep social distancing and avoid
too close contact.

This week [ want to discuss reverence with
you. Reverence is something that seems to have
faded in importance in the world, not just the
Church. How many times have I watched people
come into Mass, young and old, early, on time or
late and walk directly to the pew, barely
acknowledging that Jesus is in the Tabernacle, and
sit (flop down is more like it). No bow, no
genuflection, no reaction to Him. I have also had
a few complaints about what happens at the end of
some Masses. It is bedlam in the Church as people
stop and chat and catch up. I realize that in this
time Church may be the only time we get to see
our friends, and certainly do not want to
discourage that social outlet. But I do ask that any
conversations in Church be kept quiet out of
respect for the Blessed Sacrament and anyone who
might remain in Church to pray. If necessary,
move the conversation to the lobby or outside.

And speaking of reverencing the Blessed
Sacrament, there are two ways to do so. Anytime
you enter or exit the pew — except for when you exit
to receive Communion — you should acknowledge
Jesus in one of two ways: A genuflection or a
profound bow. A genuflection is like a deep
curtsey — your right knee touches the floor next to
your left ankle in the direction of the Tabernacle.
For those with mobility issues, you can make a
profound bow from the waist in the direction of the
Tabernacle.

We have decided that the following will be our
temporary policy for Religious Education for 2020-
2021:

1. Students in Sacramental years (First
Communion/Confirmation) will have the option of

in-class instruction.

2. Students in other years will either choose home-
school, or an online Religious Education program.

3. Fees will not change from Ilast year/online

4. Class schedules will be determined once we see

how many will be home-schooled/online

schooled.

5. We will reduce the number of students per class
to about 6 to keep social distancing requirement.

6. Teachers and students must wear a mask at all
times.

7. Classes will be sanitized after each class.

8. We will try to group children who attend the same
school, to reduce “cross-contamination”.

9. The front entrance to the building will be entrance
only, the exit will be the doors on the Linden
Street side.

10. At Certain points throughout the year, we will
check in on the home-school students to see how
they are progressing.

11. All other rituals, rites, and events are suspended
until the Bishop gives permission.

12. Since we are not having in-class sessions for the
non-sacramental years, we may ask some of those
teachers to take a sacramental year class since
we need to have more than usual.

13. More details to follow.
