I t seems like Christmas Day was yesterday. Wait - it was! Merry
Christmas! But, Christmas is more than a day. The Church celebrates a
Christmas season. This gives us time to enjoy, to reflect and to take in
the blessings that come from this event in our lives. Christmas is a
season of Hope. Our God becomes one of us in the person of Jesus
Christ. The birth of our Savior brings joy to the world and a renewed
sense of peace in our lives. In the plan of God, Jesus did not just appear
fully mature. Rather, Jesus came into this world through a family. Today,
we celebrate the great feast of the Holy Family. In his family, he learned
to pray. He was formed in the Jewish faith practices. He learned the
responsibilities of living in a family. He did chores. He learned how to
love. He learned the meaning of sacrificial love.

Today’s Gospel presents to us the story of Jesus being lost in the
Temple. Mary and Joseph presumed that Jesus was with the other
person. To their dismay, they discovered him missing after a day’s
journey. They returned to Jerusalem and looked for Him. On the third
day, they discovered Jesus listening to the elders in the Temple. There
must have been great relief and joy in finding Jesus.

It is interesting to note that he was lost for 3 days, some scholars point
out the joy of finding Jesus in the Temple foreshadows the joy of the
Resurrection. Jesus is alive. Jesus is real. During this season of Christmas,
we experience the joy that our God has come to love us, to save us and
to send us to share the Good News. Jesus continues to come to us
through a family - the family of his Church. We, too, must grow and
mature in our love for God and our love for one another. Do we as a
parish family welcome and love our brothers and sisters as Christ? Do
people “find Christ” in our parish communities by their interactions with
its members? On this feast of the Holy Family, we must remember that
Jesus is our older brother. We, too, are members of the family of God.
May God pour out his grace so that we will live as members of His family
and bring joy to the world.
