Her participation in the life 
of Christ is a pledge and guarantee of her participation in the life of the Church today. 

By the power of the Holy Spirit Christ was conceived in her at Nazareth, and born of her in Bethlehem. 

By her intercession at Cana in Galilee, Christ performed his first miracle, his first sign, changing water 
into wine, and so his ministry was born. 

In her presence at Calvary, the crucified Christ achieved his hour, his glory, and our salvation was born. 

In her presence, and united with her in prayer, the Holy Spirit was poured out upon the first men and 
women disciples and the Church was born. 

God’s plan has not changed, it is the same today. The role of Mary then is the role of Mary now. 

If we want Christ to be born among us again. 

If we want to see signs and miracles among us today. 

If we want to experience the power of the Cross to save us. 

If we want to receive the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, 

It must be in union with Mary, in the presence of Mary, and through the intercession of Mary.
