Dear Friends,

I give thanks to God as I begin this new assignment from Cardinal Tobin here at St.
Mary of the Assumption Parish. I was ordained to the priesthood in 2015 and sent to
St. Michael’s in Cranford for the past five years.

I am originally from New Jersey, having been raised in Montclair, the eldest of five
children born to William and Maryellen Quinn and the grandson of Irish immigrants.
Our family went to St. Catherine of Siena in Cedar Grove for Mass and elementary
school and it was there that my vocation was born and nourished. While serving as
an altar server, I first thought of becoming a priest when I was thirteen years old. As
I went through high school at St. Mary’s in Rutherford and began college at the pre-
sent Caldwell University, these thoughts went away. I studied history in college and
graduated in 2005 with a BA. During my senior year at college, I experienced a
deeper conversion to the Lord and began to take my relationship with God more seri-
ously. The Lord led me into a deeper life of daily prayer and it was in this context
that a desire to become a priest returned. After graduating from college I spent two
years in the history program at Rutgers University’s Newark Campus and then en-
tered Immaculate Conception Seminary, Seton Hall University.

The formation for the priesthood given by our diocesan seminary at Seton Hall was
an excellent one. Not only was academic formation emphasized, but spiritual for-
mation as well. While there, my brother seminarians and I were brought deeply into
the spiritual tradition of the Church, especially St. Ignatius of Loyola. I hope to be
able to share many of the insights of the great treasure of spirituality that this great
saint has given to the Church, including his “discernment of spirits” and recognizing
God’s presence in one’s everyday life. Please know of my desire to participate in the
great pastoral care that Fr. Rios provides here at St. Mary’s and to continue the gen-
erous availability and outreach that Fr. Duberley had during his assignment here at
the parish. Be assured of my prayers and I ask that you pray for me.
