SPONSOR LETTERS  Church law mandates that 
a Godparent for Baptism and a Sponsor for Confirma-
tion be an active Confirmed Catholic.  An active Cath-
olic is a parishioner who is registered, attends Mass 
weekly, contributes to the support of the church, is in a 
valid Catholic marriage, and publicly leads a life com-
patible with Church teaching.  We can only write let-
ters of eligibility for parishioners who meet these crite-
ria. 
 
BAPTISM  Baptism is celebrated every Sunday at 
1:30 PM except during Lent.  Arrangements must be 
made in advance.  Sponsors must be practicing Catho-
lics.  If sponsors are from another parish, they are to 
obtain a sponsor letter from their parish priest indicat-
ing that they are practicing Catholics. 
 
MARRIAGE  Mar r iage arrangements should be 
made at least one year in advance and prior to any so-
cial plans.  Contact the Parish Office for all pre-
marriage.

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Dear Parishioners,  
     In today’s Gospel, the parable says that some-
times the seed falls on rocky ground.  It does not de-
velop roots.  This part of the parable really cuts us to 
the core, because it says that the enthusiasm for the 
Word, for the Lord, is not good enough.  All those 
good feelings will die out with time, unless it is far 
more than feelings we search for.  Sometimes the 
seed falls among the thickets and thorns.  God’s 
word takes root, but other things take priority in our 
lives.  All of us have many activities and obliga-
tions.  Often, we forget  that our primary responsibil-
ity is to Jesus Christ.  We have been given the Word. 
We cannot allow the concerns around us to choke 
off his Presence within us.  We cannot allow our-
selves to become deaf to His Call to rebuild His 
Church. 
      But there are times, many times, that God’s seed 
falls on good soil.  There are many people who care 
for the Presence of the Lord, who are more con-
cerned with His Kingdom than their own emotional 
feelings of His Presence.  There are many people 
who refuse to let anything the world throws at them 
destroy the mission they have been entrusted with by 
the Divine Sower. 
      We need to be good soil.  We have to cultivate the 
Presence of the Lord in our lives, and serve God no 
matter whether we feel His Presence today as we did 
last week, last month, last year, or whenever we were 
given the gift of a spiritual high.  We can fight off 
anything that tries to destroy our determination to 
live in union with Jesus Christ.   We can be the good 
soil that returns to the Lord more fruit than we could 
ever imagine.

     Administration and teachers began researching early on how teachers could effectively reach students in a vir-
tual platform  “...Although there were many options available to teach virtually, Zoom proved to be the most ef-
fective for us.”  “Not only did they offer their services for free, they also upgraded their security to help ensure 
student privacy,” said Sister Charles Wienckoski, Principal.  SHS students are able to experience a “regular 
school day,” beginning at 8:30 AM and ending at 2:00 PM with time for lunch.    
     All classes from Kindergarten to 8th Grade meet for a regularly scheduled day including special classes such 
as Art, Physical Education and Health, Library and Music.  In addition, students participate in “after school” 
clubs like Crocheting, Virtual Walking, Scavenger Hunts, Bingo, Escape Club, and Sign Language Club with 
more afterschool activities being planned.  “We even hold movie and campfire nights for some of the grades,” 
said 6th Grade Homeroom Teacher, Cyndie Phillips. 
     Parents are an important part of this process and biweekly parent meetings are held virtually to discuss suc-
cesses as well as challenges.  It’s also another way for teachers to explain and clarify future assignments and pro-
jects. 
     “Our Catholic Identity is not ignored,” said Father Anthony Sirianni, Pastor.  Students pray the Chaplet of Di-
vine Mercy on Wednesday afternoons at 3:00 PM and participating in reciting the Rosary—all virtually. 
     As a Blue Ribbon School, Saint Helena’s is always striving for ways to effectively reach students.  Right from 
the start of the Pandemic the administration ensured that each student had some form of technology to use that 
effectively interacted with virtual lessons.  If no technology was available or if there were multiple students in a 
family, Google Chromebooks were provided by the school.  PreK 3 & 4 participate in virtual classes as well.   
    Plans are already in motion for the possibility of a resurgence of this virus in the Fall.  Teachers and admin-
istration meet weekly to discuss how they can better serve the school community now and in the future.  Interest-
ed in finding out more about Saint Helena School?
