My name is Father Robin Sahaya, I am a Missionary Priest from a diocese in India
called SIMLA CHANDIGARH, in the north near Pakistan and China. Our diocese is
vast geographically but very few Catholics. My diocese is spreading the Faith in the
home of Sikhism, & Hinduism which still predominate the region making it a real
mission land. The Catholic community is itself is a variety of ethnic and cultural
groups with independent linguistic & economic identities yet united together in
their faith in Christ. The Diocese has 65 parishes and mission stations, and the pas-
toral activities of these centers are taken care by altogether 140 priests of the Dioce-
san Clergy and priests, sisters and brother of close to 40 religious orders.

Our diocese has three types of Catholics Communities,

1. Local Catholics: who are very poor and has no education, no land and house and
no proper job, most of them live as servants in the houses of the landlords.

2. Catholic Immigrants: Some of the Catholics from other states come to our diocese
as immigrants and work as laborers and take up jobs in construction while others
work in the houses of others as helpers.

3. New Catholic Converts: often these are also low caste people, uneducated and
people who seek for truth adopting Catholic Christianity but costing them jobs,
safety and even family.

Our Diocese gives each faith formation, education, job opportunities, social pro-
grams and even provides free health care programs, mobile clinics and free tempo-
rary housing for the poor. Ours is a missionary diocese which spreads the gospel of
Jesus through words and deeds, your help can keep this going, please support our
mission.
