Jesus said to his disciples: "I 
have come to set the earth on 
fire, and how I wish it were 
already blazing! There is a 
baptism with which I must be 
baptized, and how great is my 
anguish until it is accom-
plished!  
 

Luke 12:49  

Today’s readings set a high bar for us Christian stewards, remind-
ing us that a stewardship way of life is meant to be a challenging 
way of life.  In the second 
reading, from the Letter to the 
Hebrews, we are told to live 
as Christ lived. And how did 
Christ live? “For the sake of 
the joy that lay before Him He 
endured the cross.” If we are 
tempted to complain about the 
sufferings we must endure in 
living as Christ’s disciples, we 
are told, “In your struggle 
against sin you have not yet 
resisted to the point of shed-
ding blood.”  
In other words, “If you’re not 
bleeding, what are you com-
plaining about?” That is quite 
a high bar!  The Gospel read-
ing from Luke continues this 
challenging theme. Our Lord tells His disciples “I have come to 
set the earth on fire, and how I wish it were already blazing.” A 
couple of verses later Jesus adds, “Do you think that I have come 
to establish peace on the earth? No, I tell you, but rather division.” 
Jesus’s life on this earth and the message He brought were not 
meant to simply make us feel good. In fact, His words can make 
us downright uncomfortable at times. That’s because His Good 
News (and it is indeed good news!) Is meant to change us, to 
make saints of us.  The stewardship way of life sets a high bar 
indeed. But deeply embraced, this way of life focused on God and 
others will make us the saints we are called to be.

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SOLEMNITY OF THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED 
VIRGIN MARY                 
Monday, August 15th is the Solemnity of the Assumption of 
Mary. Masses will be celebrated at 7:30 AM and 7:00 PM. On 
November 1, 1950, Pope Pius XII defined the Assumption of 
Mary to be a dogma of faith: “We pronounce, declare and define 
it to be a divinely revealed dogma that the immaculate Mother of 
God, the ever-Virgin Mary, having completed the course of her 
earthly life, was assumed body and soul to heavenly glory.” The 
pope proclaimed this dogma only after a broad consultation of 
bishops, theologians and laity. There were few dissenting voices. 
What the pope solemnly declared was already a common belief in 
the Catholic Church.  

MISSIONARY APPEAL                 
Each year the Society for the Propagation of the Faith assigns a 
Missionary to speak at each of the parishes in our diocese in order 
to raise funds for their diocese or religious order. Father Peter 
Ayorogo from the Diocese of Bolgatango, Ghana will visit Sacred

FUNDRAISING FOR HEATING SYSTEM            
We will be signing a contract soon to install a new heat control 
system in the church. As previously mentioned, the old system 
was original to the church (over 60 years old) and no longer 
works. This is the reason we were not able to control the heat in 
the church last winter. As a result, we paid over $7,000 for nat-
ural gas a month for at least two months. The new system will 
control both the heat and air conditioning in the church. It will 
be a programable system and will have sensors to monitor the 
outside air temperature. We need to raise $20,000 for the sys-
tem. We ask your assistance. Please mark all contributions
