Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Wishing you all a very Happy Feast, as we keep
‘Halloween,’ the eve of the feast of All Saints! What
does it mean to celebrate ‘Halloween’ as a Catholic?
The name itself comes from ‘All Hallow’s (Saints’) Eve
(ning), since the Church celebrates the Feast of All
Saints on November 1%, That is the day that we
Catholics remember all who have gone before us to our
heavenly home. Not just the canonized saints, but all
those holy souls, who, through a righteous life have
been found worthy to enter into the presence of the Lord
in heaven.

The celebration of Halloween has become more and
more secularized and has lost its original Christian
purpose. That is why on a day when we should have
been trying to imitate the Saints in their holy life and
maybe even dress up like them, the secular world often
tries to make it like a pagan festival by dressing up like
ghosts or goblins and making horrid faces. The Church
warns us not to allow the spirit of evil to enter into this
celebration and into our lives by dressing up in
costumes that are unchristian. How nice it would be to
see our children dressed up as saints or angels, which
would put into their hearts a holy thought to become
like them!

Immediately following the All Saints Day, on
November 2™, the Church commemorates all the
faithful departed, still in purgatory and prays for them.
In fact, the whole month of November is dedicated to
the holy souls in purgatory. It is our duty to pray for
them as they cannot pray for themselves. The best act of
love and kindness that we can show to our dear departed
ones is to pray for them and to offer Masses for them.
The Church has always taught that our prayers and
Masses offered for the souls in purgatory help them for
the remission of their sins and to enter heaven. The
Church also believes that the souls in purgatory can
intercede for us, even though they cannot pray for
themselves. Some of the saints had souls from purgatory
coming to them in visions and requesting for prayers. St.
Maria Faustina had instances where those souls who
have been freed from purgatory have come back to
thank her for her intercession.

Entrusting the dear departed of our families and of
our parish to the Lord’s mercy, we pray: Eternal rest
grant unto them O Lord!
