          The Rosary Changes History 
     In 1571, the Pope asked all Christians to 
pray the rosary for the success of the Battle 
of Lepanto as Moorish forces sought to con-
quer Rome.  The people answered the call and 
the battle proved a miraculous and decisive 
Victory for Christendom.  Over 105 years ago 
this month, the Blessed Mother appeared to 
three shepherd children in Portugal as Our 
Lady of the Rosary.  What followed was a se-
ries of visits from Mary, where she urged the 
children to pray the rosary for the conversion 
of sinners, she mentioned that many souls 
are in Hell because of sins against chastity 
and she asked for the Holy Father to conse-
crate Russia to her Immaculate Heart. 
     Pope Francis recently consecrated Russia 
to the Immaculate Heart and has requested 
that the faithful pray the rosary as a family.  
Just like Lepanto, and in response to Mary’s 
requests at Fatima, this is a spiritual call to 
battle. The rosary is our path to victory! 
     Two weekends ago, Catholic churches 
around the country were vandalized and a 
tabernacle was stolen from a parish by a 
group of lost and misinformed people.  Last 
Friday, on the feast of Our Lady of Fatima,  
we fasted and prayed the rosary for the up-
coming Supreme Court decision regarding the 
future of Roe v. Wade.  We must continue to 
pray the rosary!

By 

registering, we can assure that you receive all timely information via mail or email.  

Planning a Baptism: Through the Sacrament of Baptism, a child is joined to the family of God which brings 

great joy to our churches.  Please call the parish office where you are registered, preferably before your child 

is born, so we have ample time to prepare for this Sacrament of Initiation to the life of grace. First time  

parents will be required to take a preparation class.   Baptisms are held on Sundays at 12 noon. 

Weddings/Pre-Cana: The engaged couple is asked to call the office at least 12 months in advance of a  

suggested wedding date to speak with the Pastor.  No arrangements should be made prior to contacting the 

Church. 

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA) is the process the Catholic Church uses to welcome adult 

members into the faith.  Anyone interested in more information about this process should call Deacon John 

Jorda at 570-675-2121. 

Anointing of the Sick :Please call the parish office for visitation of the sick at home or in the hospital/health 

care facility.  This Sacrament is offered not only to those near death, but also those facing surgery, serious 

illness, and advanced age.  Due to privacy laws, we do not know if you have a loved one in the hospital.  

Please contact us directly if you would like them to receive Holy Communion and/or a visit from one of our 

ministers or clergy.
