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AN ADVENT REFLECTION –  

KEEPING OUR HOPE STRONG        

 �

For the second week in a row, John the Baptist is the lead 

character in the gospel reading. Last week St. Mark’s Gospel 

gave us a taste of John “clothed in camel hair” and feeding 

on “locusts and wild honey”. This week St. John’s Gospel 

reminds us that John “was sent by God…to testify to the 

light.” Thus, this somewhat freakish, outspoken prophet not 

unlike the prophets Elijah and Isaiah momentarily takes cen-

ter stage, but he never removes the spotlight from “the one 

who is coming after me.” All sorts of people will seek John 

out, from those completely oppressed in poverty to the op-

pressors themselves, like Herod, who has John beheaded. 

Yet, despite all this notoriety, John never lost sight that his 

worthiness was totally wrapped around the person whose 

sandal strap he felt not worthy to untie. �

�

What message of hope from John can we carry with us this third week of Advent? How will this voice in the wilderness 

lead us to a deeper joy in our souls? Is there any message from this Baptizer that washes away our sins and opens our 

lives to respond to those whose spirits have been quenched by intolerance and hatred, by hunger and fear?�

�

This third Sunday of Advent is called “Gaudete Sunday.” Gaudete means “rejoice” and is a cue to us in the same spirit as 

St. Paul prompts the Thessalonians, whom he evangelized, “Rejoice always.” This rejoicing is neither a denial of all the 

brokenness that needs healing in our world, nor a lack of concern felt because “it’s not our problem,” so we can’t be ex-

pected to fix it. Rather our rejoicing is grounded in a deep understanding of gratitude that so pervades our lives, even in 

all our perfections, that we cannot cease from helping others from being miserable and unappreciated. �

We’ve seen a lot of that in the last nine months. First responders and hospital personnel giving up of their time and even 

risking their lives to be a “family” member, when no relative could safely be present to the dying. Funeral directors and 

parish staff attempting to bring peace into the hearts of those who have lost a loved one but who couldn’t completely “lay 

them to rest” in the way they had hoped. People witnessing the restlessness and anxiety that crushed lives because of 

racism and bigotry, and adding their voices and feet to walk and speak for justice. Friends and relatives keeping distance, 

wearing masks, changing life plans in order to protect loved ones and community from further illness. Educators and com-

munity leaders advocating for children, seniors and the marginalized knowing how easily their needs become lost. �

�

Keeping our hope strong in Advent, and permanently, is based on our realization that Jesus came to share completely in 

the fullness of humanity � the good and the bad. If we choose to follow Jesus, then ought we also live our human lives to 

the fullest, even when the roads are very uneven? Alice Camille, whom I quote often, offers this thought on these read-

ings: You and I don’t HAVE to change, ever. We can stay just as we are till the day we die, stubbornly sure of our perfec-

tion or cozy with our imperfection. But how sad it would be if we didn’t learn more about love than we know today. If we 

never drew more closely to God than we are right now. Rejoice, always!�  � � � Fr. Michael�
