When we finally believe and accept that
Christ’s resurrected transfigured presence resides with us,

we find a strong confidence to accept life's imperfections
and disappointments and move on. Every day is a new
adventure. God leaves the past behind and opens doors to
the future. It doesn’t matter how many mistakes we made
yesterday. All that matters is what we do with the rest of
today and tomorrow and what we learn. It is so easy to
remain tethered and mired in the past, but there is no
need.
