On Wednesday of this week the Church celebrated
the feast day of St. Kateri Tekakwitha, the first
native American to be declared "Blessed" in 1980
by Pope St. John Paul Il and a saint by Pope
Benedict XVI in 2012. | can remember Sr.
Angelina, my fifth grade teacher, reading to us the
story of the "Lilly of the Mohawks", her life of
purity and piety, the tremendous personal
suffering she endured and the persecution she
faced being a part of two words (that of her tribe
and of her faith) and being ostracized. St. Kateri
never let ridicule or strife get in the way of her
pursuit of holiness and lived out a life of simplicity
and prayer: "l am not my own; | have given myself
to Jesus. He must be my only love." St. Kateri's
last words at the moment of her death were,
"Jesus, | love you." Her example reminds us that
our faith doesn't need to be "flashy". We aren't
always called to be brilliant theologians or
scholars. What is necessary is that we love Christ
and one another simply, fully and completely, just
like St. Kateri Tekakwitha. In his homily at her
canonization in 2012, Pope Benedict XVI stated,
"May her example help us to live where we are,
loving Jesus without denying who we are. Saint
Kateri, Protectress of Canada and the first native
American saint, we entrust to you the renewal of
the faith in the first nations and in all of North
Americal"

Saint Brigid of Ireland
Feast Day February 1st

St. Brigid is one of Ireland’s 3 patron saints, along with
St. Patrick and St. Brendan. She was an abbess, and foundress of
several monasteries of nuns, including that of Kildare in Ireland.

St. Brigid, with an initial group of seven companions, is credited with
organizing communal consecrated religious life for women in Ireland.
There is evidence the St. Brigid was a good friend of St. Patrick and that
it was said that “Between St. Patrick and Brigid, the pillars of the Irish people,
there was so great a friendship of charity that they had but one heart and one
mind. Through him and through her Christ performed many great works.”

Interesting facts about St. Brigid
A disciple of St. Patrick, who baptized her parents and her.
Brigid's father was a pagan and her mother was a slave.

Brigid had such compassion for the poor that she gave away
food and clothing, sometimes even giving her father's possession to the poor.
At least 46 miracles have been attributed to St. Brigid.

St. Brigid drove out demons by simply gesturing the sign of the cross.
A popular way to celebrate St. Brigid's feast day is by making a
St. Brigid's cross.

“Brid agus Muire dhuit,” (Brigid & Mary be with you) is a common
Irish greeting.

Brigid is the patron saint of Ireland, poets, dairymaids, cattle,
blacksmiths, healers, fugitives, Irish nuns, midwives and
new-born babies
