COVID-19 Fatigue...This is an expression that seems to be in the news a lot these days and I don’t know
about you, but I'm certainly feeling it myself. It’s been eight long months since the virus started to
affect our daily lives here in Longmeadow and as I type these words, 8.27 million Americans have been
infected with this dangerous virus and over 221,000 of our fellow Americans have died from it.

Globally, 1.12 million humans have died and sadly, U.S. hospitalizations continue to rise. It looks like
(unless people take the precautions directed) another wave will affect us this Fall and Winter with pos-
sibly another 200,000 plus deaths from it. Here at St. Mary’s Church, 99.9% of our parishioners are
properly wearing their masks throughout the liturgy, definitely social distancing while at Mass and very
much sanitizing their hands as they come into the church.

Theology 101: The First Testament, Part 38

The order of the books in the “old” or First testament
used in Jesus’ time is the same as is used by the Jew-
ish people today. It differs from the order in the
Christian bible. In the Jewish account, the Law, con-
sisting of Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers and
Deuteronomy is first and of greatest weight theologi-
cally. Next comes the prophets. In addition to the
obvious prophets, the two books of King, which con-
tain the stories of Elijah and Elisha, are numbered
here. All the rest of the books are called “writings”
and include the other “historical” books.

The Jewish canon and the protestant canons do not
contain Tobit, First and Second Maccabees, Judith,
Sirach, Ecclesiasticus, Baruch, and parts of Daniel and
Esther. The Rabbis who shaped modern Judaism in
the period after the destruction of the temple rejected
books that had no Hebrew equivalent (although the
Hebrew version of Sirach did turn up eventually). Je-
rome recognized the books but he had looked at He-
brew and Greek versions of other scriptures and found
many differences in the translations; he reasoned that
the Greek versions were probably flawed and for that
reason were seen as less authoritative.

Luther included the books under a separate section,
claiming they were not inspired but were worth read-
ing. John Calvin considered these texts uninspired,
arguing that if they were inspired, the “Roman
church” could prove purgatory from them. Calvin’s
theology did not allow for purgatory. On the other
hand, the writers of the New Testament were familiar
with the Septuagint, the Greek translation of the first
testament, which contained these writings. The dead
sea scrolls have shown us that there were many ver-
sions of the Hebrew scriptures, not just the one used
in Jerome’s time, and some of these were probably
used in producing the Septuagint.

First and Second Samuel are probably of greater
weight theologically because they detail the establish-
ment of the Jewish monarchy, and from a Christian
standpoint, the promise made to David that his king-
dom would last forever is fulfilled in Jesus Christ, the
descendent of David. Historically, the rise and fall of
the monarchy is described in First and Second Samuel
and First and Second Kings, and the overall theme
continues to be the fact that being faithful to God and
forswearing idols brings blessings on the nation, and
the opposite, of course, brings God’s wrath.

In the next few articles, we’ll cover some of the history
from the last judges, Eli, and Samuel, to the reign of
Kings Saul and David.
