Gout

Is a form of inflammatory arthritis
characterized by:

» Severe pain, warmth, redness, swelling of
one or more joints

o Stiffness and limited movement of the
affected joint

e Most commonly the big toe in men and small
hand joints in women

Caused by build up of uric acid crystals
in the joints

Triggers: alcohol, sugary drinks (high fructose),
organ meats, red and game meats, shellfish

Other factors: family history, age and sex (more
common in men, women after menopause),
trauma, dehydration
