“Be strong and steadfast, and go to work; do not 

fear or be dismayed, for the LORD God, my God, is 

with you.” 1 Chronicles 28:20�

If there’s one virtue today that Catholics need now 

more than ever it is courage. Courage is not the 

absence of fear, rather it is the ability to act despite 

the fear. When it comes to living the Christian faith, 

courage is necessary to submit oneself entirely to 

God. It takes courage to trust in a future that is 

unclear. We don’t always know what God intends for 

us, or what He will do with our lives. It takes courage 

to stand up for the truth and to oppose lies and 

injustice�especially when no one else is willing to do 

so. It takes courage to not spread gossip, to be 

honest, to stand in front of other people and proclaim 

the truth without apology. Yet, when a brave person 

takes a stand, the spines of others are stiffened. To 

be honest, I admit, I haven’t always been courageous. 

We all want to fit in. There are times when it seems 

easier to go with the flow, give in to peer pressure, or 

pretend that we’re something we are not. It’s easier 

to give in to gossip or take a subtle dig at someone. 

It’s easier to play the “blame game” than to pick 

ourselves up and do what we know is right and must 

be done. For us as Christians, the true example of 

courage is Jesus Christ. Jesus was a man. A real man. 

Not a Hollywood stereotype. He was not John Wayne. 

On the Cross we see what true courage looks like. 

Real courage is radical vulnerability and openness to 

God and others even at the risk of humiliation, 

suffering, and death. Jesus was courageous because 

he knew the risks, nevertheless, he chose to place his 

life in the hands of the Father Almighty. What would 

our lives look like if we did the same? Do you have 

the courage to follow Jesus in the western foothills? 

Do you have the courage to stand up for what is right, 

even when no one else will, even if it puts your 

popularity, your reputation, your security, even your 

life at risk? Courage is allowing God to work through 

you so that you are able to do precisely what you 

need to do in this present moment, no matter the 

odds.�
