7.  Padre en la sombra      

La felicidad de José no está en la lógica del auto-sacrificio, sino 

en el don de sí mismo. Nunca se percibe en este hombre la 

frustración, sino sólo la confianza. Su silencio persistente no 

contempla quejas, sino gestos concretos de confianza. El mun-

do necesita padres, rechaza a los amos, es decir: rechaza a los 

que quieren usar la posesión del otro para llenar su propio va-

cío; rehúsa a los que confunden autoridad con autoritarismo, 

servicio con servilismo, confrontación con opresión, caridad con 

asistencialismo, fuerza con destrucción. Toda vocación verda-

dera nace del don de sí mismo, que es la maduración del simple 

sacrificio.

247. “Issues involving mixed marriages require particular 

attention. Marriages between Catholics and other baptized 

persons ‘have their own particular nature, but they contain 

numerous elements that could well be made good use of 

and developed, both for their intrinsic value and for the 

contribution that they can make to the ecumenical move-

ment’. For this purpose, ‘an effort should be made to estab-

lish cordial cooperation between the Catholic and the non-

Catholic ministers from the time that preparations begin 

for the marriage and the wedding ceremony’ (Familiaris 

Consortio, 78). With regard to sharing in the Eucharist, 

‘the decision as to whether the non-Catholic party of the 

marriage may be admitted to Eucharistic communion is to 

be made in keeping with the general norms existing in the 

matter, both for Eastern Christians and for other Chris-

tians, taking into account the particular situation of the 

reception of the sacrament of matrimony by two baptized 

Christians. Although the spouses in a mixed marriage 

share the sacraments of baptism and matrimony, eucharis-

tic sharing can only be exceptional and in each case ac-

cording to the stated norms’ (Pontifical Council for Promot-

ing Christian Unity, Directory for the Application of Princi-

ples and Norms on Ecumenism, 25 March 1993, 159-

160)”.
