Holy Father: Do these four things 

In a papal message for World Day of Prayer for Vocations, 
Pope Francis used the term "con-vocation" to explain that a 
vocation is not an isolated "me-and-God" experience. Instead, 
young people hear God's call within a real Church communi-
ty. He offered four concrete ways to help youth discover their 

vocations, emphasizing these things should be done togeth-
er:  
1. Co-teach with a catechist  
2. Visit a convent or monastery  
3. Assist missionaries 
4. Spend time with parish priests  
Note that none of these involve phones or social media. How 

can you organize real-life activities for youth in your parish?
