On mission in Dexter, Maine:

Dexter, Maine is in the Moosehead Lakes Region and
features lakes and dense woodlands. Shown in photo,
a once thriving Dexter Shoe Company now is the site
of an empty warehouse and manufacturing building
which is a sign of the economic challenge in the area.

In one week 233 campers from

14 churches and 7 states made

up 40 work crews who built wheel
chair ramps, decks, porches, home
repairs and painting at 26 residences
in the area. A total of 6990 work
hours resulted in completing 24/26
projects. Donations to food banks
and women's centers were also part
of the camp collection which totaled
1000 items!
