Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

There is a theory in some circles that the name Nazir—set
apart—was purposefully chosen by a clan of Jews, tracing their
ancestry to King David himself, who settled in a region twenty
miles south of the Sea of Galilee a few years before the birth of
Jesus. They named their tiny city Nazareth because they be-
lieved that they were royalty, set apart, and that the Messiah
would come from their family line.

And of course he did. But perhaps Jesus was different from
what they thought the Messiah would be. The earlier gospels
(but not John) reveal an underlying misapprehension of the mis-
sion of Jesus on the part of some of his family members.

At the age of twelve he stayed behind in Jerusalem after the
festival of Passover while his family left for home. When his
anxious parents returned and found him in the Temple he was
astounded that they didn’t know that he must be about his Fa-
ther’s business (Lk. 2: 41-52).

Around the age of 30 “he left Nazareth and made his home by
the sea” (Matt: 4:13). The gospel of Mark recounts his many
miracles there, and that his relatives “set out to seize him, for
they said, ‘He is out of his mind’” (3:21). Later in that chapter,
when they arrive and ask to see him, Jesus looks at the crowd
and says, “Here are my mother and brothers. Whoever does the
will of God is my brother and sister and mother” (3: 34, 35).

And now, intoday’s gospel, he tells the young man'to forfeit his
most important family duty and “let the dead bury the dead.”
Jesus relentlessly shocks us with his obsessive desire for each of
us to get to heaven, even if it means not fulfilling what our fami-
lies may see as our more important roles. His mother Mary, who
stood at the foot of the cross, understands that perfectly.

Fair Trade - You may have read in the June 16th
Denver Post Business section about a coffee farmer
in Guatemala who has no choice but to try to migrate
to the U.S. due to falling global coffee prices. He is
now being paid 86 cents per pound, compared to
$2.20 in 2015. We buy our Fair Trade products
through Equal Exchange who is committed to paying
$2.20 per pound to the cooperative, even when the
market is low. The cooperative, which is also the
"exporter," votes democratically on how the income
will be divided per each farmer, expenses of the coop-
erative and improvements to the community. When
the market price is high, Equal Exchange negotiates a
fair and competitive price with the cooperative. This
guaranteed price protects farmers when the world
market price drops dramatically. One problem though,
is that there can be more coffee beans produced than
the Fair Trade buyers are able to purchase, with the
excess being sold on the global market for $.86 per
pound. It may seem to be a small thing, but your sup-
port of Fair Trade makes a big difference-Fair Trade
companies can purchase more product at an equita-
ble price as their sales increase, farmers make a liv-
ing wage and can stay in their homes and thus fewer
desperate people attempt the arduous journey to the
U.S. where immigration problems are overwhelm-

ing. We sell Fair Trade products at cost, just to be
able to help more people. We will be selling all types
of products on July 27th and 28th.
