UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE
November 21, 2021
Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe

We often come to life expecting all of the pieces of the
puzzle to nicely fit together. We want and expect harmony,
order, and fairness, the achievement of rewards for good
behavior, good health, and happiness. We can more easily
accept death when it comes naturally after a good long life,
but have a real difficulty comprehending the meaning of it all
when it is cut short. Willing to put in a good measure of
effort, we desire positive results. When things go wrong and
life gets hurtful, unjust, and downright ugly, we become
unsettled and can quickly fall into despair. This is especially
true if we are people of faith who believe in a God who sees
things on our terms and works in favor of our life agenda.
What happens to our faith when we find ourselves sitting
in a mess?

Does it help to know that God understands and that hardship,
failure, disappointment, injustice, confusion, and all of life’s
ugliness do not make faith irrelevant or irrational? God is
wonderfully and surprising creative!

We all carry within us
the image of God, the image of our suffering king. The One
who lives in us also lives in all of our brothers and sisters.
Failing to see this universal Divine Presence in all is one of
the greatest mistakes we can make, for we also fail to see
God, our king, as well.
