How Can the Rosary Draw Me Closer to Christ? �

�

Pope Saint John Paul II said the Rosary was his favorite prayer. 

That’s endorsement enough for anyone seeking a prayerful, �

mission�driven life, yet we need guides to show us how the �

Rosary can draw us closer to Christ. The Contemplative Rosary 

with St. John Paul II and St. Teresa of Avila is one of the best 

available.�

�

Dan Burke (Navigating the Spiritual Life) and Connie Rossini 

(Trusting God with St. Therese) have co�written this unique �

Rosary companion.� Their book opens with a powerful �

promise:� “the Rosary as seen through the eyes of two �

contemplative Catholic saints will no doubt change your life.”�

Their book supports our prayer with a rich offering of helps that 

include:�

• Introductory insights on the Rosary, the universal call to �

       holiness, handling  distractions, vocal and mental prayer,   �

       Mary’s contemplation and more�

• St. Teresa of Avila’s advice on praying the Our Father.�

• Pope St. John Paul II’s practical Rosary options.�

• Scriptural summaries of each mystery followed by select   �

        lines of reflection.  �

• Works of art to support prayerful imagination.  Suggested       �

        additional phrases to help sustain focus on the mystery at            �

        Hand.�

The additional phrases for each mystery can lead us into more 

heartfelt meditation.� Drawing on a custom taught by Pope Saint 

Paul VI and recommended by Pope St. John Paul II, adding a 

short statement of faith in the Hail Mary is an essential aspect of 

the “Contemplative Rosary Method.” Right after we speak the 

name of Jesus, “the center of gravity” or “hinge” of the prayer, the 

authors suggest we include a faith statement related to specific 

truths we’re meant to encounter in prayer.�

�

While meditating on the Annunciation, for instance, this method 

teaches us to say, as the Hail Mary continues, “blessed are you 

among women and blessed is the fruit of your womb Jesus, who 

was conceived in you by the Holy Spirit.”� The faith statement 

holds our attention on the mystery and returns our wandering 

minds to our purpose.� God wants to disclose Himself in the face 

of Christ.� This method helps us receive more of what He wants to 

give.�

�

he Contemplative Rosary isn’t a book to read once and move 

on.� It’s a versatile offering of gems to choose from any time your 

heart needs a lift.� Want to draw closer to Christ through the ro-

sary? The Contemplative Rosary may soon become your favorite 

prayer companion. �
