ENCOURAGE DEEPER UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE�

August 15, 2021 � The Assumption of the �

Blessed Virgin Mary�

They are courageous, wise women who ground us, focus 

us, and inspire us. They are the good mothers who walk 

with us and light our way. They teach us life lessons and 

help us heal and navigate through challenges and �

difficulties. We need people to point the way. �

Sometimes, these wise ladies are not our biological �

mothers but women in our lives, who through their strong 

and faithful presence, anchor us and remind us that we 

are loved. We need these women. Human beings do their 

best when they have cheerleaders in their lives. They 

show us that even when facing despair there is always a
