� We are in awe of God’s Love, Mercy,         

Compassion and Jus0ce on our behalf.

There can be no peace without 

jus0ce and no jus0ce without love, a profound     

Mystery defining God’s Truth so clearly expressed by 

Jesus; “I am the Way, the Truth and the Life!”

� The Good News is a call to jus0ce , to render 

to each other,  and all of crea0on, what God has 

blessed us with, the power to be life �givers by       

removing and resis0ng the life�abusing, injuring and 

destroying power of all injus0ces. When we choose to 

ignore, or absolve self,  from this, it becomes easy to 

make faith into fantasy wherein we mouth God’s

� A living faith requires reflec0on and discern-

ment. The reading today proclaims this.  In Daniel 

(1st. Rd.) the wisdom of discerning and living God’s 

Word  states: “The wise shall shine brightly, like the 

splendor of the firmament and those who lead the 

many to jus0ce shall be like the stars forever!” In   

Hebrews (2nd rd.) “Jesus offered one sacrifice for sin 

and He has made perfect forever those who are    

consecrated to God’s Truth!  These have received   

forgiveness and there is no longer offering for sin.”�

� As Jesus neared Jerusalem to face judgment,   

suffering and death, He summed up His life by telling 

His disciples, “they will see the Son coming with great 

power and glory!  Heaven and earth will pass away, 

but My Words will not pass away!” His victory over 

sin and death is our salva0on leading to eternal life!
