Guidelines from the Committee for Implementation following
Directives Issued by the Archbishop of Santa Fe effective October 26, 2020

~ Churches will cease regular Mass schedules after Sunday, October 25, until further notice. Churches may remain open
for individual devotion as long persons remain masked and socially distanced, with other protective measures in place
(sanitizer, cleansing, etc.). Normally-scheduled Masses will be streamed via the internet and/or recorded as best as
possible so they may be accessed by people at home. Masses at Santuario will continue in outdoor setting.
~ The dispensation to NOT attend Sunday Mass continues until further notice. Please ensure the elderly are especially
aware of this.
~ Anointing of the sick may continue with due care. Priests celebrating anointings will take extra care to ensure their
safety and their attendant ability to continue to minister.
~ Funerals should be delayed if possible; otherwise, there should be funeral rites without Mass with a maximum of 10
persons attending in the church or at the graveside.
~ Weddings with Mass are to be delayed until further notice. If for a good reason they cannot be delayed, there should
be a rite without Mass and a maximum of 10 persons attending.
~ Confession/General Absolution/Plenary Indulgences/Anointing: The Apostolic Penitentiary, promulgated instruct-
tion which will provide much succor to the faithful as well as easing the burden for clergy. They may be found at the
following locations:
